Task 1: Give an overview of Formal Seed Production Structures 
3.1 
Give a brief overview of Formal Seed Production Structures of the last 20 years.

3.2  
Describe the current structures and status of formal seed production: stage by stage: breeder, 
foundation  (basic) certified,  other commercial,  (artisanal).
3.3 
Describe other ways by which high quality might be introduced  (by crop, processes and actors).
3.4 
Give history  (construct tables) of specific amounts multiplied by formal sector of different kinds 
of seed --foundation, basic, certified, commercial , artisanal, other--   by crop, by variety, for the 
last five years.
3.5 
Give descriptions of ‘buyers’—by year and crop and seed quality type, as detailed as possible.
3.6 
Provide analysis of prices of seed, by category of seed, for the last five years;  Indicate if 
prices 
are subsidized—and, if so, the rationale.
3.7 
Describe and prioritize needs for formal (government) seed production structures.
Note: if there are private sector seed contributions and business be sure to include the private sector, as well as public sector views in this background work.
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
